
 

 

Of Cabbages and Kings: Harvest Home 
 
“The frost is on the pumpkin, the goose is getting fat…? Over the river and 
through the woods, to Grandmother’s house we go…?” Who are we kidding? 
It’s a safe bet that not many of us have pumpkins growing in our backyards 
these days, frost-covered or otherwise. And if you’ve ever cooked a goose… 
well, once is enough. (Every kitchen surface coated with grease; an unnatural 
number of tendons; not much meat.) As for Grandma, chances are she has 
better things to do than whip up a bunch of pies. 
 
Thanksgiving, that uniquely American holiday, celebrates harvest—a harvest 
that, unless we live and work on a farm, is far removed from contemporary 
Americans. With fruits and vegetables from South America available year-round and an 
international assortment of breads available at the nearest bakery, we still pay tribute to our rural 
past at this time of year by displaying gourds that are purely ornamental and roasting an enormous 
bird that comes “pre-basted” and provides more leftovers than anyone really wants or knows what 
to do with. 
 
Clearly, there’s something about the idea of “harvest” that transcends our current reality and 
speaks to us on a deeper level. Maybe it’s simply the need to have a party as the days get shorter 
and colder – a sort of consolation prize for the passing of summer. I think there’s more to it, 
though. 
 
Thanksgiving is about gratitude for the successful completion of labors, gratitude for the fruits of 
our efforts. In a service economy, our labors are seldom, if ever, completed, and their fruits are 
most likely intangible. Maybe that’s why we love the idea of Thanksgiving. It’s pretty hard these 
days to see how we’re bringing the harvest home… But that doesn’t mean that we long any less for 
that sense of accomplishment and the security of knowing that we will be safe through the 
winter—through the barren and dark periods of our lives. 

 
So, this month, as you defrost the Butterball and swing by Kroger’s to pick up the pumpkin pie, as 
you send Grandma a Thanksgiving e-mail and switch on the football game, you may want to take a 
moment to think about what you’ve harvested this year and about what you’ve stored away in your 
virtual pantry to see you through the hard times. Maybe your teenage daughter is still speaking to 
you, despite the fights and sullen silences. You have worked for this bond of love. Celebrate it. 
Maybe you still have a job, even if it’s not what you planned to be doing back when your options 
seemed limitless. You have proved yourself to be adaptable and resourceful. Celebrate this. Maybe 
you have taught yourself a hard lesson and found meaning and grace where you least expected it—
in a hospital room, in sleepless nights, in rejection, disappointment and loss. 

 
Celebrate the harvest of love and patience, of endurance and hard lessons. These will see you 
through the winter.

Did you know that if a new member does not make at 
least 6 – 8 new friends within the first eight months of 
attending a church, they are likely to leave? That if you 
describe your congregation as a “close–knit family,” 
you are describing a declining congregation? These 
tidbits, and many others, were described by District 
Executive Reverend Lisa Presley recently at a daylong 
conference in Cincinnati. Sponsored by the UU 
Heartland District, the conference featured meetings on 
various subjects led by UU professionals. 
 
Perhaps a key word in this conference was “identity.” 
A congregation must have a recognized and easily 
described mission. An individual needs a reason to 
belong to and be active in a particular church. If that 
church’s purpose is unclear or not demonstrated, then 
membership or activity is reduced. Interestingly, the 
higher the expectation of commitment, the more 
desired membership is. 
 
Other hints on visitors, involving new people, websites, 
types of people and their needs, working with 
volunteers, staffing and additional resources were 
covered in the conference. The District will be offering 
this conference at least two more times in other 
locations. They are excellent training sessions with a 
plethora of information!

As part of this quarter’s human rights emphasis on the rights of the working poor, we are supporting Clothes That Work 
throughout the month of November with a professional and work clothing drive. Clothing should be clean, in good repair, 
on a hanger, and preferably less than five years old. Extra hangers will be available at the Fellowship for donations. Bring 
your donations to the Fellowship and we’ll deliver them.  
 
Clothes That Work is a locally based nonprofit corporation located at The Job Center that provides clothing suitable for 
job interviews or the workplace. Its clients are referred through a network of  partners assisting disadvantaged job seekers. 
The goal of Clothes That Work is to provide confidence and a new outlook on the future to job seekers through counseling 
on proper interview etiquette and a new outfit. Upon referral, customers receive a full outfit suitable for interviewing at no 
cost to them. 
 
Garments donated should be appropriate for job interviews or the workplace and suitable for the current season (fall or 
winter). The emphasis is on more conservative wear suitable for interviews or the workplace. Business wear sought 
includes suits, dress slacks and skirts, shirts,  blouses, accessories and shoes. In addition, work wear for medical settings, 
chef  whites, Dickey work pants, and work gloves are needed.
