These activities plus a few others and much bobbing up and down and stru
around go on for several weeks prior to mating.”

A fair amount of all the above does go on in this mating dance we call the gearess, but the
bottom line is clear to both parties: Your dance partner may have all thamgy®rs and all the right
moves, but these are less important than that intangible “somethingglitbgou that you can be in
this together for the long haul. It's not about finding the perfect partnethdught partner for you.
Search committees and ministers in search practice a unique spiisttipline: telling the truth about
themselves, doing their best to resist the impulse to strut and bob thatueasteem all well in other
contexts. This is another kind of dance, a soulful dance of risk and setfsdiszlBless us all as we
seek that partner who will dance with us for now and for many years to come

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Creating a Culture of Safety at MVUUF

We want MVUUF to be a place where every member,
every visitor, every child, every person feels heard and
valued. To make that a reality, the board has been
looking at ways to create a culture of safety at
MVUUF.

This past summer, the board asked a few of us to work
together to consider ways to reduce the level of conflict
at the Fellowship and improve our approach to

handling conflicts that do arise. After examining

various options, this conflict management committee
recommended some steps we can take. One step that is
now underway is the creation of a new covenant among
the members of MVUUF. We are referring to this
covenant as a behavioral covenant. Another term we
might use is right relations covenant; however, “right
relations” is also used to refer to a set of policies that is
much broader than the covenant itself. So for now, to
avoid confusion, we're calling this document a
behavioral covenant.

On Sunday, January 21, | gave a presentation
explaining the purpose and nature of the covenant we
hope to write. Then | asked the congregation to begin
the work of writing the covenant by breaking into small
groups and writing down their ideas. We gathered some
very good ideas, which will serve as a starting point for
our task force to begin drafting a behavioral covenant
for MVUUF. Unfortunately, it snowed that morning

and the roads were very bad, which kept many of you
from attending the service that day.

Getting Involved

For the behavioral covenant to be meaningful and
effective, it needs to come from the members
themselves. Since so many of you were unable to
participate on January 21, we would like to offer other
ways for you to become involved in this effort. | have
posted the presentation to the Yahoogroups news list,
and printed copies of the complete presentation,
including sample covenants from other UU churches,
are available at the Fellowship. You can also obtain a
copy by calling me.

We welcome your input and suggestions for the
covenant. Please send them by e-mail to me or give me
a call. We are also asking for volunteers to join the task
force and help draft the covenant. Please let me know if
you would like to volunteer. Meeting times will be
determined based on the needs of the group.

Presume best intentions
Address e-mail communications
Respect for “friendly” disagreement, realizing this
may mean different things to everyone
Key elements: honest communication, commitment
to be in community, respect for boundaries,
tolerance and civility
Be sure you heard what is said
Don't jump to conclusions or make assumptions

Once the task force has completed a draft of the
covenant, we will circulate the covenant and ask for
more input. We hope to complete the writing process
by April. When the document is ready, we will ask
every member of the Fellowship to enter into this
covenant with one another. The covenant will become a
part of our congregational life and will be integrated
into such events as the welcoming of new members.
The covenant will inspire us to be our best selves as we
interact with one another, helping to create a culture of
safety.

The MVUUF Search Committee is pleased to report that we are i@adpduct personal interviews with four semi-
final applicants who wish to be our next minister. We expect to have a candidateetat joe a congregational vote in
late April.

Since January of 2006, we have gathered data and opinions from you to descrilbeave@nd who we would wish to
see as our next minister. This and other information formedangregational recorda MVUUF “resume” available to
all interested UU ministers. We also compiled a much largegregational packegiving a greater description of our
church activities, history and programs, as well as photos and Dayton areaatidn, which we sent to our best
prospects.

In the last two months, we received the ministerial records from nine apigli@ll of whom impressed us with their
education and enthusiasm. From this group, we exchanged packages and held phomnesimtghvex individuals, and
we have now selected four people for more in-depth discussion.

Each person, called a pre-candidate, has been invited to a private, kelrdaeterview with the committee. Included
in the weekend will be our observation of the minister at a “neutrait’piphe area, where he or she will present a
Sunday service as a guest speaker.

We will evaluate all of the pre-candidates and then select a findidzde for introduction to the congregation during a
week-long visit in April. Only one candidate will be presented to the menfilgeause so-called “serial candidating”—
voting on more than one person—is destructive to both the ministers and thegatingeeinvolved.

The candidate will present two successive Sunday services and spendrilaing week meeting MVUUF groups,
committees and members, while also becoming acquainted with Dayton. Foltbwisgcond Sunday service, a special
congregational meeting will be held to vote on calling the candidate as ouninater. In general, a candidate will
require a 95% approval vote in order to accept the call.

What Do Your Actions Teach Your Children?

What do you rely on to teach your kids about God? Whether or not you believe in God, we
all have a concept of who or what God is—and so do our children. Do you assume that
your concept of God is the one your children have or will have? Do you rely on their
religious education classes to provide them with the tools to form their ollvinfgemed

and well-rounded idea of God? Is your children’s belief or disbelief in Gelgwant to

you?

Many of you may be surprised to hear that every child in our church that I've spdken wi

about God, regardless of their parents’ beliefs or theologicahiggas a concept of

God. While many of us adults no longer have a personified idea of God, most of our

children’s minds aren’t developed enough to understand process theology or consgiousnes
evolution or the historical and cultural significance and power of mytholagihdm, God is like a person. Children
understand what they see and feel. They see and feel people. And who are théhpggee and feel and rely on for
everything? Their parents, of course.

According to Louise Danielle Palmer in an articléSpirituality & Healthmagazine (Jan/Feb 2007), “Children’s
images of their mothers and fathers closely reflect their image of Gdtk"American Psychology Association
presented research at their 2006 convention indicating that, “children’ptenseof their parents determine their
views of Godmore than the parents’ teachiriggalics mine).

While | was surprised to hear how many of the children in our church think of Goal@ggasp!), this is really
developmentally normal. Researchers have found that children tend to see &fath@r when they’re younger, and as
a mother as they get older. Interestingly, whether children saw God asnywes directly linked to whether they
perceived their mothers as nurturing. Likewise, they perceived God adyafvdrey perceived their fathers as
powerful. When tested and interviewed to determine how secure themtpanade them feel, then asked to place a
“God-figure” in relation to themselves in both stressful and stressataiitrations, it was clear that these children
(ages 5-7) saw their parents and God in the same light. Whether chiddréimesr parents as close or distant, they saw
God the same way.

Whether or not this study took into account two-mom or two-dad familiesegiagént households or any other
variation of family make-up, | do not know. But what is clear is that the wianfsainteract with their children has
deep psychological and spiritual consequences. It is clearly more imtpohtat parents do than what they say when it
comes to children’s beliefs about God. As the title of the artigie, §&o Introduce Kids to a Loving God, Be a Loving
Parent.”

If you have a young child, roughly between the ages of 5 and 7, try this exercise:

Have your child sit down and draw, paint, sculpt or otherwise create afigiwd.” Once they have created
this figure, ask your child questions about various situations and ask thenhitie @wod-figure as near or far to
them as they feel God is in those situations (having a bad dream, fightinthetbrother, eating dinner, etc).
Then talk to them about how close they feel to you in each of those situationsaryalso ask your child why
they made their God-figure look the way they did, if their God is a man, woman, or bkithetn why they
think God is this way.

You may learn a lot about your child, what they learn, where they leaomif &nd especially, what they are learning
from you.
