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Richard’'s Reflections

Throughout our lifetime, each of us can name a person or
persons we know who have made a special contribution to
the larger community of which they are part. For me, such a
person was Robyn Menin, avery intelligent, witty, and cou-
rageous director of the Ann Arbor Planned Parenthood Clinic
and a Unitarian Universalist. After waging a persona war 8-
against the cancer that invaded her body some 10 or more Rev. Richard Venus
years ago, Robyn died on February 8, leaving her husband

and two young sons.

Her life was given in service to the mental and physical health of women and
men. Because she was an advocate for awoman’s right to choose an abortion,
she lived daily with threats to her clinic and to her person. The world is better
for her being among us.

| note Robyn’s gift because she exemplifies what we support with our giftsto
the Guest at Y our Table program: not necessarily abortion rights, but the right
of all peopleto alife with food, shelter and education. Y our giving to thisUU
Service Committee outreach program will assist poor and oppressed people
around the world, much like those Robyn served in her clinic.

For example, UUSC sent a monitoring delegation, including U.S. Rep. Adam
Schiff (D-California) to Guatemala City during recent elections, which it was
hoped would ensure a justice-making government that would better provide for
the people in need. The results did not ensure a more humane Guatemala, but
does offer hope of a better tomorrow for some of its residents.
